Mentors, school counselors, teachers, community leaders, and others will help identify individuals in their community that are interested in and have an aptitude for becoming a librarian. 
1. Those who have chosen to pursue a career in Library and Information Science may apply to the Institute for assistance.

2. Participants must attend an accredited college or university. For a list of Accredited Library Schools please see: http://www.ala.org/ala/accreditation/lisdirb/lisdirectory.cfm.
3. Part-time College Bound participants will receive up to a $1,500 tuition and book reimbursement scholarship each semester. 

4. Full-time College Bound participants will receive a $2,500 scholarship per semester.  Full-time status is determined by the college or university the applicant is attending.
5. This is a reimbursement scholarship. Recipients will be paid after attending orientation and receipt of the participant’s tuition and book invoices. 

6. Acceptance of scholarship monies and the signed application will be used as a legal contract committing the participant to work for 3 years after graduation in a library in the El Paso – TransPecos or Southern New Mexico area or return one-half of the scholarship funds received.  

7. Participants will be teamed with a Mentor at a near by library. College Bound participants are strongly encouraged to volunteer in their mentor’s library. 

8. Undergraduate participants must maintain at least a 2.5 GPA and Masters Degree candidates must meet their departmental requirements in order to be reconsidered. 

9. Failure to complete courses or maintain the GPA will result in the participant having to return the full amount of the scholarship money received that semester.

10. Participants may receive more than one scholarship but must submit a new application with the required letters, and a copy of a current grade report in order to be reconsidered.

11. Participants may not be selected for future scholarships if they fail to submit a copy of the required journal article and subsequent discussion with the mentor before the end of the semester, grades when they are posted on the school website or any documents the institute may request from time to time. 


College Bound Procedures for Participants and Mentors

The following requirements are mandatory for College Bound scholarship participants and their mentors. These requirements have been set to facilitate a superior working relationship between the two during the participant's scholarship period. Participants are encouraged, but not required, to volunteer in a local library.

Please remember: This is a reimbursement scholarship. Recipients will be paid after orientation and the Library Advisor has received tuition and book invoices from the participant.

1. Mentors and participants must meet with the GOAL Program Advisor for orientation before the beginning of the semester.

2. Mentors and participants will meet face to face at the beginning of the semester to get to know one another and discuss the participants’ coursework and career options. Mentors may want to discuss resources available to assist the participants in their studies i.e. on-line training opportunities and other articles from the EPAL web site. 

3. Mentors and participants will meet in person/email/telephone two times during the semester after the first meeting to: 


a. Discuss the progress of the participant's coursework for that semester. 

b. Select and discuss one journal article. The participant/mentor team has two options for article selection:

1) Select an on-line training article from the GOAL program website and follow the directions to complete the assignment http://www.your-epal.org/IMLSgrant.html 
2) Select an article of your own from a peer reviewed journal.

· Send a copy of the link or selected article to the Advisor or grant office.

· Read and discuss the article. 

· Email a response answering your thoughts on the article 
· Mentor will summarize the discussion and include the time spent in his or her next monthly report.

4. Mentors and participants will meet in person at the end of the semester to discuss the relationship of the course(s) just completed and relevance to the participants’ career goals and the field of Library and Information Science. Other library related topics may be discussed, as needed. 

5. In order to be eligible for future scholarships, College Bound recipients must continue to meet and work with their Mentor throughout the scholarship period.

Full-time students will receive a $2,500 scholarship per semester after registration is confirmed.


Part-time students will receive a book and tuition scholarships of up to $1,500 per semester after all receipts are submitted to the GOAL program office.


Associate Degree or Certification students will receive a book and tuition scholarship of up to $1,000 per semester after all receipts are submitted to the GOAL program office. 

Undergraduate participants must maintain at least a 2.5 GPA and Masters Degree candidates must meet their departmental requirements. 

Participants must finish all coursework and agree to serve for 3 years in the field of Library and Information Studies in the El Paso - Trans-Pecos or Southern New Mexico area after graduation or pay back one-half of the funds received through the grant.  In case of financial hardship, participants will volunteer in a local library at $25 an hour until the amount owed is paid.  
Participants must provide a university/college grade report after each semester. Course work should reflect a career in Library Science.
